* Temporary contracts stipulate that the family will enroll their child(ren) at Denver JDS as long as the tuition assistance award enables them to do so. Tuition deposits are required for temporary contracts to be processed. These deposits are refundable should the assistance award be insufficient, however the enrollment fee is non-refundable.

Tuition Assistance FAQ’s

The FAQ’s below are designed to help clarify how the tuition assistance process takes place.

The tuition assistance application was designed with the input from the Denver JDS finance committee, and compliance with all deadlines and documentation provision is required to be considered for tuition assistance.

When can I begin applying for Tuition Assistance?

You can begin the application process today.  Log onto www.factstuitionaid.com to get started.   You may also want to schedule a meeting with your tax advisor or take the necessary steps now to ensure that all outstanding supporting documentation will be ready by the February 10, 2012 deadline.

How is FACTS different from School and Student Services, which Denver JDS used in prior years?

FACTS  is less expensive for families.  The cost to process tuition assistance applications is now $25 whereas in past  years it was $35.  FACTS is also used by many of our local, Jewish early childhood centerss, which means families with pre-school age children will be able to apply for assistance at both institutions simultaneously.   FACTS  is an online only tuition assistance provider.  Therefore, paper applications are not available.   FACTS collects and analyzes all supporting documentation.  Therefore, you will no longer need to send any of this documentation to the school.  It will all be collected by and housed in a high security environment at FACTS.

Will confidentiality be maintained?

Absolutely.  Information provided in Tuition Assistance applications and supporting documentation are only seen by the Director of Admission, the Business Manager, and on occasion, the Head of School/CEO.  FACTS maintains all documentation in a highly secured environment.  The names of families who apply for and/or receive tuition assistance are not shared with school faculty or administration, board members or committee members, other parents, or community members.   We ask that families who apply for and/or receive tuition assistance maintain this level of confidentiality by not sharing information about their tuition assistance with anybody as well.
I am not certain that we will be able to return to Denver JDS for financial reasons.  What should I do?

You should apply to FACTS as early as possible, even if you are unsure about whether your child will return to Denver JDS next year.  Tuition assistance will be processed on a first come, first served basis (based on demonstrated need).  If you feel you will qualify for an increased tuition assistance award next year, applying as soon as possible will allow us to consider that.  
What if I can not provide my supporting documentation by February 10, 2012?

Please note that tuition assistance will be determined based on your 2010 tax returns and 2011 W2*, both of which should be available by the deadline of February 10, 2011.   All tuition assistance awards will be calculated based on this information but are pending a final review of the 2011 tax return.  We do require a 2011 tax return by May 1.  The school will contact you in the event that a change to your tuition assistance needs to be made after that review.  If there are extenuating circumstances around availability of your documentation, contact Shayna Friedman at 720-449-9550 to discuss.

*If you are self employed, please contact Shayna about supporting documentation for your 2011 employment income.

I am divorced.  Which parent should apply for tuition assistance?

Denver Jewish Day School requires both parents to complete the application process with FACTS and provide supporting documentation.  If there are extenuating circumstances that would prevent this, please contact Shayna Friedman at 720-449-9550 to discuss those circumstances.

What if I do not meet the application deadline of February 10, 2012?

We require returning families to meet this deadline so that we can first allocate tuition assistance to families who are already in our school.  Every year, we also entertain tuition assistance requests from new families who would like to attend our school.  We will begin processing those requests on March 1.  If you have not provided adequate documentation by that time, you risk receiving a reduced tuition assistance award or possibly not receiving an award at all as we will consider un-allocated funds as available to new families.

I have a child (children) currently attending the school and a child that is entering the school as well.  Should I apply for assistance for all of them at the same time?

Yes.  We consider the need of all family members simultaneously.  Entering siblings will be considered at the same time as returning students.  However, our notification of acceptance is determined by the Association of Colorado Independent Schools.  Therefore, incoming sibling contracts can not be issued at the same time as those of returning students from the same family.
