We are looking for a candidate who has experience
with a diverse population of learners, differentiated instruction and future-ready teaching
practices. The candidate will be a positive school community member and will enjoy
working collaboratively with a team and building positive relationships amongst all
constituencies.

Teachers work with administrative support to design and
implement curriculum aimed at fostering proficiency in the areas of reading, writing,
listening comprehension and speaking modern Hebrew and participate in ongoing
professional development as offered by the school. Teachers also participate in various
aspects of school life including holiday celebrations, class trips and assemblies.
